
The following, written by Professor Johnston in The Future of Geography (1985), is perhaps one of the most poignant paragraphs to emerge from the campaign:  

‘Most generations of geographers have been attracted to the ends of the earth.  My generation disengaged itself from such an attraction.  If geography is to be a relevant subject, that change must be reversed.  We must educate the world about the world, remove myopia, counter xenophobia, and promote peace through mutual understanding and respect.  The world is our oyster; unless we promote its proper study, it may be nobody’s.’
